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PERIODICAL INFORMATION LETTER OF BN Acier
N° 04 – August, 2004

The Coordination Committee of ECISS (ECISS/COCOR) held its annual meeting on 27-28 May 2004 under the chairmanship of B. CRETON.

Two of the general subjects discussed are more particularly to be emphasized in view of the improvement of the efficiency of ECISS standardization works:

- The approval of new internal regulations leading to shorten the time necessary for COCOR vote, by deleting the official translation procedure of the draft standards in German and French, which required about 3 months; these new regulations will be applied from 1st  September 2004 onwards.

- The principle decision to apply as soon as possible within ECISS the CEN provisions that fix a period of 3 years for the preparation of a European Standard.

REINFORCING Steels for conCRETE structURES

All COCOR votes on EN 10080 "Weldable reinforcing steel", draft harmonized European Standard according to CPD, responding to the Commission mandate referenced M/115, concerning steels for concrete structures, were positive. The few comments presented during this vote were discussed by ECISS/TC 19/SC 1 during a meeting held on 3-4 June 2004. It was decided to submit the revised version of the draft standard to CEN formal vote. This one should be launched by the end of the year.

The above mentioned meeting of ECISS/TC 19/SC 1 also included a discussion on TS 10081 or TS 10081-1 to n, that should provide the quantitative requirements for the properties of weldable reinforcing steels that are defined in a general way in EN 10080. This file did not significantly progress and it is difficult to foresee today what will be its future.

Two other subjects were also discussed during this meeting, i.e. the galvanized reinforcing steels and the corrosion resistant steels. For the 1st  item, a first draft European standard has been presented; comments on this document should be submitted by the end of August 2004. For the 2nd item, it was decided to create a working group that should begin to work by the end of this year.

METALLIC ROOFING AND WALL CLADDING PRODUCTS

Technical Committee CEN/TC 128/SC 7 « Discontinuously laid roofing and wall cladding products », met on 28-29 June 2004 in AFNOR offices in St Denis to discuss the comments presented on prEN 14872 (Self-supporting sheets) and prEN 14783 (Fully supported products) during CEN enquiry. These two standards should become hENs responding to the Commission mandates M/121 (Wall cladding) and M/122 (Roofing) in application of CPD. 

All comments have been treated but  the clauses concerning the evaluation of conformity of the products concerned and fire issues should be finalized.

A meeting to finalize the drafts was fixed on 5 November 2004. This should allow to get the final drafts ready for CEN formal vote by the end of this year.

CEN WORSHOP ON THE UNCERTAINTY OF MEASUREMENT RESULTS FOR MECHANICAL TESTING OF METALLIC MATERIALS 

CEN Worshop 11 held its final meeting in CMC offices, Brussels on 24 May 2004.

During this meeting, the comments presented on two of the three parts of the CEN agreement –CWA-: one concerning low cycle fatigue testing (part 1) and tensile testing (part 2) were discussed.

Final drafts of these CWA should be prepared by the convenors (respectively F. KANDIL, UK, and B. CRETON, BN Acier) by 15 September then submitted for final approval of the Workshop members, before publication scheduled for the end of this year or the beginning of 2005.

The third part of the CWA concerning creep testing should follow 6 or 9 months after the first two parts.

Commission N.9 of the International Concrete Federation (FIB) "Reinforcing and prestressing materials and systems" met in Québec (Canada) on 17-18 June 2004.

This meeting was the occasion to present the first actions of Task Group TG 9.7, convened by B. CRETON and concerning reinforcing steels and systems; These actions consist of on one hand the preparation of the relevant clauses of the new FIB model code for the design of concrete structures, and on the other hand the drafting of two technical reports: one on the steel grades available on the international market and one on the corrosion protection of reinforcing steels

The five other parts EN10025-2 to -6 are ready for ratification but they are waiting for Part 1 so all 6 parts will be ratified at the same time.

Stainless Steels

EN 10088-1: List of stainless steels

EN 10088-2: Technical conditions for delivery of corrosion resistant sheets and strips for construction and general use.

EN 10088-3: Technical conditions for delivery of semi finished products, bars, rods, wires, shapes and white products in corrosion resistant steels for construction and general use.

During the last ECISS TC23/SC1 meeting of June 28 and 29, 2004 in Düsseldorf, it has been decided to thwart the CEN consultant and not taking into account most of his comments on projects EN 10088-2 and -3. 

Indeed, discussions that have been carried out for two years between the sub-committee and the consultant, have brought no conclusion.

Thus, it has been decided:

· Not to harmonize the EN 10088-2 and -3,

· Not to mention annex ZA, concerning the european directive for construction products,

· To send for formal approval, the three documents (after tranlsation), to be published early in 2005,

· To create two new drafts EN 10088-4 (equivalent to EN 10088-2 harmonized) and EN 10088-5 (equivalent to EN 10088-3 harmonized) taking into consideration the (ever revised) comments of the CEN consultant.

DESIGNATION OF STAINLESS STEELS

(Complement to Periodical Information Letter of BN Acier n° 1, October 2003)

The debate on the future international designation (ISO) has started. It is about the choice of one of three possibilities:

· The USA designation, UNS (ASTM), with minor changes, as for example: S304xx,

· The EU designation ECISS (VDEh), also with minor changes, as for example: 1.4301x (note that this change has been proposed this year by VDEh to make it possible to register all grades, allowing for their raising number in Europe.
· The introduction of a new independent designation.
At the moment, the French Delegation favours the new proposal of VDEh and will support it at ISO. Nevertheless it benefits only from the support of France and Germany.

Indeed, China, USA, UK, and Sweden are in favour of the UNS designation. Thailand supports both UNS and ECISS designations. Holland abstains.

Many lobbying actions will have to be taken by BN Acier to gather the support of the other European countries (such as Belgium, Italy, Spain, among others). These actions will be feasible only with the effective contribution of the French Industry.

The next report about the further developments of this issue will be prepared at the end of a dedicated meeting in 0ctober 2004.
